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CASE OF THE MONTH

Temple City Redevelopment Agency v. Bayside Drive LP
2007 Cal. App. LEXIS 99

The Case of the Month for January involves the award of attorney’s fees and litigation
expenses to a defendant in an eminent domain action that was dismissed after the
defendant sold the property.

In November 2004, Temple City Redevelopment Agency (“Agency”) filed two eminent
domain actions to acquire adjacent real property, one parcel owned by defendant
Bayside Drive LP (“Bayside”) and another parcel owned by Pi Yun Hou Wang
(“Wang”). Bayside also held an easement interest in Wang'’s property and was a
defendant in both cases. In December 2005 the Agency deposited probable
compensation of $1.25 million for the Bayside property. In June 2005 Bayside valued
the property at $2.04 million; later that month it sold its property to Wang for $2
million. In September, the Agency dismissed both cases after having entered into an
agreement with Wang for Wang to redevelop both properties under the Agency’'s
redevelopment plan.

Bayside filed two memoranda of costs (one for each action) seeking a total of
$43,000 in litigation expenses. The Agency moved to strike or tax costs. The trial
court disallowed $20,000, allowed $592.40 in “ordinary costs” but refused to apply
Code of Civil Procedure section 1268.610 to the remaining $22,523.64 in costs. The
Court of Appeal reversed, finding that the plain meaning of 1268.610 required the
award of litigation expenses to Bayside. Section 1268.610 states, in pertinent part:

Subject to subdivisions (b) and (c), the court shall award the defendant his or

her litigation expenses whenever: [] (1) The proceeding is wholly or partly

dismissed for any reason.
The court found “no ambiguity” in this provision, stating “for any reason’ is not the
slightest bit equivocal.” The court noted that the legislature could have limited the
statute to owners if it had wanted and that “the purpose of the statute is plain — to
compensate a defendant who has been put to the task of defending a condemnation
action when, for whatever reason, the action is dismissed.” The court opined that
there is nothing in the eminent domain statutes to suggest that the defendant’s
expenses “become unrecoverable by reason of its intervening sale of the subject
property.” Finally the court noted that the Agency’s deal with Wang saved it litigation
expenses as well as the costs of acquiring the Wang parcel, offsetting any concern of
impact on the public fisc.

The lesson presented by the Court of Appeal in this case is that a condemnor should
never dismiss any defendant without a waiver of fees and costs.

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TRANSPORTATION CORNER

A Traveler’s Perspective:
Travel between Colorado and California

Since we bought a house in Colorado, | have had the opportunity to use the Federal
Highway System to travel across country several times in the past few months. |
thought I'd like to share a few of my observations and suggestions with the California
transportation crowd.

New Mexico by far has the best rest areas between Colorado Springs and Los
Angeles. How do they keep them so neat and tidy and available? Well, they have a
program that uses handicapped folks to man the rest areas. There are always
attendants on duty, and they make a point of being friendly and helpful to boot. They
keep up to date on the road conditions and can tell you what roads are in good
shape, bad shape, impassable, etc. Their presence seems to keep vandalism at bay
as well. It might be the signs that are posted saying that the rest area is being
videotaped and vandals will be prosecuted, but that has never seemed to be too great
a deterrent in my observation. In fact in some instances | have heard that the vandals
take the cameras as part of their booty. But someone on site at all times definitely
has an impact on how far the hooligans are willing to go. As an aside, since | am
usually traveling with my Alaskan Spitz — Mr. CA Spitz, or Spitzie — | took it upon
myself to search out the “cameras” during my constitutionals with Spitzie. | didn't see
any — so either they're well hidden or fictional.

When | mentioned that New Mexico’s rest stops were far superior to my husband,
Larry, along with my complaint about the first rest area after entering California on I-
40 always seems to be closed — he commented that it was probably due to high rates
of vandalism, citing the closed rest stop at the top of the grade in the Santa Clarita
Valley. But being isolated and subject to high use and vandalism is just where on site
people would be most useful. The rest area is only about 40 miles to civilization.
Anyone who really wanted to set up a people orientated system could. McDonalds
gives handicapped people jobs, why can’'t Caltrans? Provide handicapped workers
with transportation to the site — Caltrans ferries “court referrals” for roadside trash
removal all the time — a small air conditioned area to hang out and a job to do, and
I'm willing to bet our rest areas would see a great upsurge in cleanliness and great
decrease in vandalism. Not to mention, it would provide gainful employment to some
of our less fortunate citizens.

New Mexico also has it all over Colorado, Arizona and California in work zone
signage. When you enter an area that's under construction, as in all states, there is
always a decreased speed limit. Signs are posted advising you that the speed limit is
no longer 75, its now 65 then 55 then sometimes it even drops to 45, they even
threaten you with speeding fines doubled. Still, most people just ignore them,
speeding past me in a hurry to get where ever it is they are going. But New Mexico is
different; along with the traditional speed limit signs, their state highway department
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uses a clever sign to catch one’s eye — “Slow Down, my daddy works here!” Most
people, | observed, immediately put on the breaks when they saw “daddy” was in
jeopardy. For the gender sensitive folks, at least one sign says “mommy” works
here.

Not satisfied with just having an impact on work zone speed limits, New Mexico has
also come up with a catchy sign program that addresses trash on the side of the
road. They have a sign program posting how much trash they had to pick up last
year...tons and tons, literally...and a nice little slogan, "Trash, No Mas!" Apparently
New Mexico is also fed up with this. | am only going by | —=25 and 1-40 as I'm usually
in a hurry to get from Monument to Yorba Linda before the next storm hits but New
Mexicans seem to be doing a creditable job of not trashing their state or cleaning up
after those who don’t share the “no mas” philosophy. By contrast, when | discovered
the first rest area in California was still closed and realized Spitzie’'s eyes were
growing a bit yellow, | pulled off the side of the road and took a walk. What a mess!
Californians, or our visitors, are pigs. Maybe California needs to work on a Trash No
Mas program as well.

Don’'t get me wrong, California, with the exception of snow, still outdoes the rest of the
country in keeping the roads open, providing well marked detours (I still remember my
dad’s frustration at being routed into a cow pasture in Texas when we followed a
detour sign off the main highway after a flood) and relatively smooth pavement
through construction zones. California is still a model for the country in many ways,
but perhaps we should learn a few lessons from our neighbors and work a little harder
at getting back some of the niceties of the road.
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I'd like to thank the awards committee for choosing me to receive the chapter’s “New
Member Service Award.” It makes me feel good to know that my contributions have
been appreciated and the award looks great on my wall!
