United States of America v. 07 Acres of Land (Martinek)  
(2007 DJDAR 4502) 

 
The Case of the Month is a federal inverse condemnation action to acquire certain 
goldmining rights in Denali Park, Alaska.  The mining rights holder, Martinek, asserted 
that the United States Park Service was liable for both inverse and straight 
condemnation and Martinek was entitled under federal law to a jury trial.  The federal 
district court denied Martinek’s jury trial demand and conducted a bench trial during 
which it rejected the parties’ valuation method and substituted its own.  Martinek 
appealed both the denial of a jury trial and the court’s implementation of its own 
valuation method.  The Ninth Circuit Court of Appeal upheld the District Court’s 
decision in its entirety. 
 
Martinek received eleven unpatented goldmining claims within Denali Park, Alaska.  
Prior to his acquisition, in 1980, Congress expanded the boundary of Denali Park to 
encompass the eleven claims.  In 1985 an injunction was entered against the Park 
Service halting all mining operations in Denali Park.  The injunction was lifted in 1991.  
In March of 1998, the United State brought a condemnation action to acquire the 
mining claims and made a deposit of funds under federal law.  Martinek asserted that 
the effective date of taking was June 1, 1987 and requested a jury trial on the issue of 
just compensation.  Thereafter, Martinek filed an inverse condemnation action 
alleging that the mining claims were subjected to a regulatory taking from and after 
June 1, 1987.  The parties then stipulated to dates of taking as to the several claims 
in the early 1990s.  Thereafter,  the District court denied Martinek’s demand for a jury 
trial on the ground that the parties’ stipulated date of taking was earlier than the 
Declaration of Taking and, therefore, the taking was accomplished through inverse 
condemnation and Martinek was not entitled to a jury trial.   
 
The parties submitted the case on a written record by stipulation for the court’s 
determination of just compensation.  Both parties used the discounted cash flow 
method to determine fair market value.  Nonetheless, the court used the estimated 
royalty income approach to measure fair market value.  Martinek appealed. 
 
The Ninth Circuit held that the United States’ express consent to trial by jury in direct 
condemnation does not extend to inverse condemnation actions.  Because the parties 
stipulated to a date of taking prior to the Declaration of Taking, the just compensation 
issue became part of the inverse condemnation action and Martinek is not entitled to 
a jury trial.  The Ninth Circuit further held that the District Court’s error in applying the 
estimated royalty income was harmless error because it resulted in a higher recovery.

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TRANSPORTATION CORNER 

 
THE DAYS OF THE BICYCLE CRAZE

In the April newsletter I made mention of the role the bicycle had in the development 
of transportation systems, especially those in rural areas.  This may have left a few 
folks scratching there heads wondering how the bicycle could have been so 
influential.  First and foremost one must bear in mind that the Victorian alternatives to 
the bicycle were quite limited; one could walk, ride a horse, ride in a horse drawn 
vehicle or, for longer distances, use the train.  With these as one’s choices, personal 
travel options were very limited. 

 
However, in 1869, Eugene Meyer, a Frenchman, 
working in England, tinkered with the idea of a two 
wheeled contraption that, through trial and error, 
became the first high wheel bicycle.  Primitive and 
lacking in any gearing system, the only means of 
increasing its speed was to create a larger and 
larger front wheel (a wheel that eventually reached 
60” in diameter).  No pun intended, the “ordinary”, 
“high wheel” or “penny-farthing” bicycle got off to a 
rather slow start despite the contributions of others 
in improving the design.  For those who might be 
curious, the penny-farthing refers to the British 
penny and farthing coins of the era; the former 
being much larger than the latter, and when lined 
up side by side they resembled the profile of the 
new bicycle.   
 
It was not until 1878 when Albert Pope began 
manufacturing the Columbia bicycle just outside 

Boston that the world’s two decade long love affair with the bicycle began.  In 1884, a 
courageous Thomas Stevens rode a Columbia penny -farthing from San Francisco to 
Boston, becoming the first transcontinental cyclist.  Stevens became the Lance 
Armstrong of his era when in 1885-86 he peddled from London through Europe, the 
Middle East, China, and Japan, becoming the first cyclist to ride around the globe.  
Personal triumphs such as this and the advent of racing these ungainly creatures 
captured the public’s imagination. 
 
With James Starling’s 1885 creation of the “safety” bicycle (equal sized wheels), the 
craze became a revolution that took the Nation – and the world – by storm.  The 
safety brought the penny-farthing high center of gravity, and precarious perch, back 
down to earth so that virtually anyone could ride, and they did.  Such personal 
transportation, revolutionized urban commuting, created economic opportunities, 
changed fashions and affected politics.  “Scorching,” or speeding, became a major 
concern of decent folk, as did bicyclists who scared country horses. 
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But, despite the common use of bicycles within the cities, the rural roads were in 
terrible condition (“hardly jackassable” in one common phrase of the day).  With only 
local government interested in road construction, and with little resources at their 
command to improve them, roads had devolved into a pathetic state.  Bicyclists and 
their national, state, and local organizations began to agitate for better roads.  
Surprisingly, their activism was earlier and with greater zealousness than farmers 
whose livelihoods depended on delivering their goods to market in a timely manner.  
Slowly the bicyclist lobbies began to press the state legislatures for road improvement 
laws, and in 1893 Congress acted to authorize the U.S. Office of Road Inquiry in the 
Department of Agriculture.  With a budget of $10,000, its mission was one of 
education and encouragement.  It was from this humble beginning that the Federal 
Highway Administration evolved. 
 
Perhaps the greatest contribution of the bicycle craze was to usher in the automobile 
era.  Tinkering with a variety of horseless carriages resulted in the development of the 
internal-combustion powered automobile in the mid-1880’s in Europe.  In fact, many 
of the early automobile leaders came from the ranks of bicycle manufacturers and 
repairers.  The Duryea Brothers (who built the first American automobile in 1893), 
Alexander Winton, Alexander Pope, and the Apperson Brothers all materially 
contributed to the development of the automobile. 
 
And perhaps one of the most interesting events in this era of entrepreneurial, small 
time inventors was the amalgamation of bicycles, motors and gliding by two Ohio 
brothers, Orville and Wilbur Wright.  It was through their bicycle sales and service 
business that they funded their tinkering and pursued their dreams of defying gravity 
and creating the world of controlled flight. 
 
So, as the two decades of the Old West have colored our view of the world of motion 
picture entertainment, so has the development of the bicycle in the last two decades 
of the 19th century changed the nature of transportation and through these changes 
the face of our world.
